Captain Neville’s Flying Circus 

Captain Neville’s Flying circus is lead by Dennis Neville, it uses a variety of vintage aircraft to recreate the 1930’s Barnstorming Acts.   It performs at several airshows each year including de Havilland Moth Club Rally at Woburn Abbey and the Children in Need Airshow at Little Gransden.   The team are based at RAF Henlow and have all been trained up by  Dennis. 

The display will commence with a demonstration of the graceful art of formation flying. The formation is led by Dennis Neville. The Second part of the display will have the pilots in a variety of aircraft types trying their skill at  balloon bursting. Each aircraft will do  3 runs.   Once aircraft start the passes, there will be about 20 secs between them, a continual stream of aircraft – an achievement in itself with the diversity of flying speeds achievable.

Today’s display consists of  a mixture of  aircraft from Tiger Moths, Chipmunks, a Queen Bee, a Jackaroo and a Turbulent
RED AND CREAM THRUXTON JACKEROO 
DENNIS NEVILLE 
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Dennis Neville is flying his wife’s Jackeroo,  painted in the same cream and red as his own Chipmunk.  Dennis started flying in 1962 and has worked as a gliding instructor, crop spraying pilot and airline pilot.  He now instructs in aerobatics on his own aircraft ( A Chipmunk in matched paint scheme).
Dennis has flown over 90 Types from a Sopwith Dove to a Boeing 737
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TIGER MOTH with DIAMOND PATCH & YELLOW UNDERSIDE

Scott Butler is the pilot of this Tiger Moth.   The aircraft was built in 1939 and served through the war as a submarine spotter then a trainer.   

Scott is a pilot on 216 Sqn; he promises that he won’t try this in the Tristar

QUEEN BEE – CAMOFLAGUE, RED WING TIPS, LIGHT GREEN UNDERSIDE
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The Queen Bee is the only flying example and is displayed by John Flynn.  It is a development of the Tiger Moth which could be remotely piloted as a target aircraft.
